The God Committee, a new play by Mark St. Germain (Camping With Henry and Tom), will begin performances at The Lamb’s Theatre (130 West 44th Street, between Broadway and 6th Ave.) Saturday, March 11th. Opening night is Wednesday, March 29th. A life-and-death suspense drama, The God Committee places the audience in the board room of the St. Patrick’s Hospital transplant selection committee. Medicine, money and morality clash as just one heart becomes suddenly available for one of three candidates.
Directed by Trinity Rep’s Kevin Moriarty, The God Committee features Larry Keith (Caroline or Change, Cabaret, Titanic) Maha Chehlaoui, Peter Jay Fernandez, Michael Mulheren (Tony nominee for Kiss Me Kate, La Cage aux Folles), Amy van Nostrand, Ron Orbach (Never Gonna Dance, Dance of the Vampires, Laughter on the 23rd Floor) and Brenda Thomas. The set design is by Beowulf Borritt, lighting design by Tyler Micoleau, and costume design by David Murin.

“I became interested in transplants when a friend’s father found himself in need of one,” says St. Germain.  “With the desperate shortage of organs, I wondered how the selection process worked and how difficult these decisions must be.   The more I learned, the more I realized that every doctor selection meeting was a drama of its own where final decisions could not possibly be based entirely on science, facts and figures.”

CAROLYN ROSSI COPELAND is the producing Artistic Director of The Lamb’s theatre, the oldest theatrical club in America. Built in 1904 by famed architect Stanford White. The tavern downstairs at The Lamb's is said to be where composer Frederick Loewe and lyricist Alan Jay Lerner (the team responsible for Camelot and My Fair Lady) first met. Samuel Clemens (aka Mark Twain) wrote his first play here, and Richard Rodgers was often heard writing material for a new musical with the working title Away We Go! - later to be changed to Oklahoma! The Lamb's Club was sold to the Manhattan Church of the Nazarene in the mid 1970s as a mission in Times Square, and in 1978 The Lamb's Theatre Company was born with the amazingly successful Broadway for Kids series.  In 1981, the renovated third-floor theatre opened with Harry Chapin's musical Cotton Patch Gospel and was called The Gem of Times Square. A run of more than 50 productions followed including Tina Howe's Painting Churches starring Elizabeth McGovern and Marian Seldes; Breakfast with Les and Bess starring Holland Taylor; Snoopy!; St. Mark's Gospel starring Alec McGowan; Godspell ('89 revival); June Havoc in The Old Lady's Guide to Survival; The Boys Next Door; Beau Jest; Ira Levin's Cantorial; Avner the Eccentric; and Garrison Keillor's American Radio Show. The Lamb's Theatre Company opened The Little Lamb's Theatre on the first floor in 1984 and produced The Gifts of the Magi; Jill Eikenberry in Porches; Ray Bradbury's The Wonderful Ice Cream Suit; Johnny Pye and the Foolkiller; Opal; Jean Stapleton in Horton Foote's The Roads to Home; Smoke on the Mountain; and Lippa/Greenwald's john and jen. With these shows and many, many more, The Lamb's Theatre has pursued its commitment to producing new works which reflect hope, explore issues that touch us all, and work to make a difference in the world we share.
